GEOGRAHPY





In Geography, we will be making geographical comparisons of the UK and Australia. We will explore physical features of both environments and sort the features into the same and those that are different.  Research seasons in Australia - are they the same as ours in the UK or are they different?

We will be continuing to explore how we can look after ourselves, both physically and mentally. We will look at simple rules that keep us safe online and remind the children that we do not give away any personal information online. We will also continue to recognise risk in everyday situations and know what to do if a situation does occur. We will also celebrate our school values and how we have demonstrated them during the school year. Think about all the amazing things that you have done during your time at Hetts Lane. Our topic for the Summer Term is ‘We Love Exploring – Australia.’ We will be sharing the story ‘The Koala Who Could,’ exploring Sydney and how it compares to where we live and looking at the animals from Australia and their habitats. LITERACY


READING


We will be continuing to encourage the children’s love of reading and have a wide range of texts for the children to enjoy. We will be answering questions about the texts to encourage our understanding of what we’ve read and to add to our vocabulary bank. In Phonics, we will continue to introduce and recap the alternative graphemes for the different sounds and we will be writing words and sentences with these in. Thank you for all your support with reading at home!


WRITING


We will be consolidating the skills we have already learnt and putting these into practice. The children will enjoy a new story and be able to sequence the events that happen. They will then write their own version of the story with a simple innovation. The children will then research information about habitats and write an information text detailing what they have learnt. 





























MATHS


In maths, we will be continuing to develop our skills in number. This will include; improving our mental recall of number facts and applying them in different contexts.  


We will be recapping all written methods for completing multiplication and division calculations.  


We will also be exploring position and direction and we will look at temperature, mass, capacity and how we can measure these. We will embed our mathematical knowledge using problem solving and look at telling the time and statistics.  











COMPUTING


We will be developing an algorithm and recording the outcome. We will then use a given algorithm, run the sequence and then correct any errors.

SCIENCE


This half term, we will be exploring animals and plants. We will be identifying and naming a variety of animals in a microhabitat and looking at how animals obtain their food from other animals and plants. We will also be finding out which animals live in which habitat and how the habitat meets their needs. There will be a strong link to Australia, where we will observe Australian habitats, looking at which animals live there and how the habitat suits their needs.
